Literature takes on a darker theme with the return of the popular murder mystery night - this year entitled The Body in the Basement - and crime writers gather for Crime Salon. Dance Unlocked returns for a second year with performances in a variety of styles by local dance groups and the popular Hobgoblin Comedy Gong Show where the audience gets to choose the funniest contestant, makes a welcome return spread over two nights at The Duke’s Cut in Park End Street.

We’ve gone overboard for comedy this year in our new venue, the Copa Bar Upstairs and if you’re desperate for a hot ticket to see the hilarious medics known as the Amateur Transplants their show at the Jacqueline du Pre Music Building on Saturday 3rd April is already sold out.
